Mysterious moons By Sara 

Ganymede 

This moon orbits, Jupiter, he’s also the biggest moon of Jupiter and the solar system with 
a radius of 2,631 km at minimum. What’s also interesting is that he’s one of the few 
moons larger than Mercury. Images of this moon show a grey, pale colour, while others show a canary yellow. 
Ganymede is the only moon with a magnetic field (iron filings surrounding the celestial body to protect it from 
damage). He orbits at around 7 days and 7 days and 3 hours, which means one side is always facing Jupiter, this 
is called tidally locked. Ganymede’s temperature is from –203oC to –121oC. Ganymede has oxygen, but not 
enough to survive without a space suit. Finally, like many moons, it has an underground ocean! 

 

 

All about Axolotls!

The axolotl is a paedomorphic salamander, closely related to the tiger salamander. It 

is unusual among amphibians in that it reaches adulthood without undergoing 

metamorphosis. Instead of taking to the lad, adults remain aquatic and gilled. 

Their diet 

Axolotls can be fed earth worms, insects, small crustaceans, narrow strips of raw lean fish or chicken. They 

can be fed by hand by wiggling it in the water. Most axolotls will eventually learn food for carnivorous fish, 

for example, salmon pellets. 

Axolotls’ predators 

The axolotl has few predators in the wilderness, though they may be taken by storks and herons as well as 

large fish (carp and tilapia) on occasion. Their biggest threat is urbanisation and pollution of the fresh 

water lakes and ponds they inhabit. In the wild, axolotls generally live 5-6 years but can reach 15 years in 

captivity.
