I admit that the movie was so good that I watched it 3 times. Back when the original movie came out, I was just a few months old. But 
I actually watched it when I was 7.  I didn’t really understand what it really meant until I installed Disney+ and I finally understood it. It 
meant it’s okay to not be happy. 
 
When I watched Newsround on January 1 this year, Inside Out 2 was announced. I 
was over the moon that a new version was coming out. It seemed a bit weird that 
Riley gets new emotions in puberty. Wouldn’t she just get them naturally? But then 
I realised everyone changed, they have too. If they don’t, would the world have 
balance? But just to make sure I waited until there was news. Apparently, it hit 
office box records, whatever that means.
