Autumn 1 - Ready, Teddy, Go! 
Experiences & Key Texts
[bookmark: _Hlk165832065]This half term children will learn the Reception rules, routines, and expectations in our classrooms. We will learn about British Values and how we all have rights. We’ll discuss a few key rights from the UN conventions Rights of the Child and make a class charter. We will talk about the days of the week and sequence our daily events during our morning meetings and practise our name recognition and writing daily as part of self-registration. 
We will learn about each other and create family portraits to share with the class, talking about our similarities and differences.  We will read ‘Brown Bear, Brown Bear, What do you See?’ By Bill Martin Jr. and create our own class books based on the story, using our own pictures instead of the animals. We’ll also read ‘Polar Bear, Polar Bear, What do you Hear?’ By Bill Martin Jr., creating sounds to go along with the story using our voices. 
We will read the book ‘We’re Going on a Bear Hunt’ by Michael Rosen and create landscape pictures using different textures. We will use simple maps of the school to go on a bear hunt around the school grounds! We’ll also read other versions of the story including ‘We’re Going on a Lion Hunt’ by David Axtell and ‘We’re Going to Find the Monster’ by Malorie Blackman, creating sounds to go along with the stories using instruments and body percussion. 
We will read ‘Goldilocks and the Three Bears’ and talk about the differences in size, using the compare bears as supporting manipulatives.  We will learn the song ‘The Teddy-Bear’s Picnic’ by Henry Hall and go on a teddy bear’s picnic in our forest school, looking for signs of autumn.
We will also sing number nursery rhymes up to 5 such as ‘5 Little Ducks’ and ‘1 man and his dog’, counting forwards and backwards. 
We’ll begin Little Wandle Phonics, learning Phase 2 sounds.
We have story time daily to enrich our curriculum with a wide range of vocabulary. These stories are as well as our key texts, which we read multiple times throughout the week until we know them off by heart. Our books this half term will focus on: families, bravery, belonging, nursery rhymes, bears, diversity & inclusion.

Autumn 2 – Festival of Colour & Light
Experiences & Key Texts
This half term children will learn about different emotions using the book ‘Colour Monster’ by Anna Llenas, and about some of the things we can do to keep our bodies mentally and physically healthy. We will learn about our right to have freedom of thought and religion. 
We will read ‘Pete the Cat: I love my white shoes’ by Eric Litwin and practise using the correct colours for the pictures we create. We will learn how to create 3D models, using the book ‘Elmer’ by David McKee as inspiration to make junk modelling and collage elephants.   
We will learn about some of the special celebrations which take place at this time of year: Diwali, Guy Fawkes, Hannukah and Christmas, reading a range of fiction and non-fiction books. We’ll look at how these are celebrated including the use of fireworks and lights. We’ll create fireworks pictures using 2D shapes and Christmas artwork involving ABA patterns. We will also experiment with a light box and shadows. We will visit St James’, our community Church, and learn why it’s a special place to Christians. 
We will explore the concept of whole and part when talking about numbers and sing nursery rhymes up to 10 such as ‘10 in the bed’ and ‘1 elephant went out to play’. We’ll also practise singing songs for our Winter Concert and then perform in costume! 
We’ll use our Phase 2 sounds to help us write letters to Santa, then walk to the Taunton Drive post box to send them to the North Pole.
We have story time daily to enrich our curriculum with a wide range of vocabulary. This half-term we will have lots of fiction and non-fiction stories available, including books about: different festivals and celebrations, colour, imagination, art & creativity, seasons and emotions.

Spring 1 – I’m on the way!
Experiences & Key Texts
This half term children will be learning about how to work in a group with support from an adult. We’ll be learning how to persevere when things are hard and how to foster a growth mindset using the texts ‘Everyone can learn to ride a bicycle’ by Chris Raschka and ‘Flight School’ by Lita Judge.
We will be predicting what happens next in a story using the key texts ‘Emma Jane's Aeroplane’ by Katie Haworth and ‘Superkid’ by Claire Freedman which both have a rhyming repetitive story structure. We will use our phase 3 sounds to write 2- or 3-word phrases and labels with finger spaces in between each word. 
We will use our topic to explore transport; comparing transport now and that in the past. We will also create maps of our journeys using junk modelling and a variety of mark making tools. We’ll learn to join materials by slotting, using braces, flanges and tabs. We will also explore magnets, like those on our train set, and experiment to find out what is and isn’t magnetic.  We’ll create representations of different modes of transport using 2D and 3D shapes, recognising that shapes can have other shapes within them. 
We’ll begin to identify when two sets are equal or unequal and subitise to 5 using finger patterns, die patterns and the Hungarian number frame.
We will finish our topic by learning about people-who-help-us in our communities, with visits from different emergency service workers. We’ll create a hospital in our role play area with resources from Early Life Lab to help us develop storylines in our imaginary play. 
We have story time daily to enrich our curriculum with a wide range of vocabulary. This half-term we will have lots of fiction and non-fiction stories available, including books about: transport, people-who-help-us, superheroes, maps, perseverance and growth mindset.

Spring 2 – Food around the world
Experiences & Key Texts
This half term children will explore the topic of food and learn about healthy eating and toothbrushing. We will learn about our right to be healthy including access to clean water and healthy food. 
We will be learning how to retell stories by creating story maps, sequencing pictures, and reading books multiple times. We will be using stories with a strong repetitive structure to help support this including ‘Lima’s Red Hot Chilli’ by David Mills and ‘The gingerbread man’. We will read other versions of the same story including ‘The runaway chapati’ by Susan Price and ‘The Big Pancake’, we’ll use these stories as a starting point to explore foods from around the world. 
We will learn about where food comes from and read the books ‘The Little Red Hen’ by Debra Messing and ‘Anywhere Farm’ by Phyllis Root before planting our own fruits and vegetables from seed to sell as part of our plant sale! We will also learn about farms and where food comes from by taking a trip to Manor House Farm where we will learn about wool carding, eggs and baby animals. 
We will read the adaption of The Little Red Hen story ‘Mr Wolf’s Pancakes’ by Jan Fearnley as a hook for our learning about pancakes. We will use our phase 3 phonics to make shopping lists and go to the shop to buy ingredients before making our own pancakes. We’ll learn about weight and capacity including how to balance scales and use our fine motor skills to use a knife and fork to cut our pancakes. We will then write our own recipes. 
We will use our scissor skills to cut out pictures of fruit to create images based on Guiseppe Arcimboldo’s fruit portraits and experiment with printing techniques using a variety of different fruits and vegetables. 
We’ll begin to explore the concept of equal and unequal groups through odds and evens and learn how two equal groups can also be called doubles.
We have story time daily to enrich our curriculum with a wide range of vocabulary. This half-term we will have lots of fiction and non-fiction stories available, including books about: countries around the world, food, farming, growing, being healthy and changes over time.

Summer 1 – Once Upon a Time
Experiences & Key Texts
This half term children will be reading a variety of fairytales alongside different versions of them. We’ll talk about the Brother’s Grimm as important figures from the past. We’ll be learning to ask questions about stories and use some of the vocabulary we learn in our everyday conversations. We’ll take a walk to Bitterne library and take home information to share with our adults at home. 
We will begin by reading ‘Little Red Riding Hood’ along with the version ‘Little Roja Riding Hood’ by Susan Middleton Elya. We’ll look at the time period which the stories are written in and explore the use of technology in Susan Middleton Elya’s version. We’ll use Phase 3 phonics to write sentences describing the characters from the story, starting with a capital letter and ending with a full stop.
Next, we will read ‘The Three Litte Pigs’ and the alternative version ‘The Three Little Dassies’ by Jan Brett. We’ll learn about 3D shapes and their properties and use 3D shapes to build houses; making design plans, deciding on shapes, and then testing their strength by attempting to blow them down! We’ll learn to evaluate our creations and make improvements. 
Finally, we’ll read ‘The Three Billy Goats Gruff’ alongside ‘The Three Armadillies Tuff’ by Jackie Hopkins. We’ll examine the story language common across all the fairytales including ‘Once upon a time’ and ‘they all lived happily ever after’. 
We have story time daily to enrich our curriculum with a wide range of vocabulary. This half-term we will have lots of traditional tales and fractured fairytales along with versions from different times and cultures.

Summer 2 – Make a splash!
Experiences & Key Texts
This half term children will explore the topic of water and take a trip to the beach (Hill Head with The Final Straw Foundation) where we’ll build sandcastles, look for shells and explore rockpools. We’ll then read ‘At the beach’ by Roland Harvey and write our own postcards all about our trip to the beach. We’ll learn how to edit our work by rereading our sentences to make sure they make sense before fixing any errors. 
We will compare and contrast life on different islands, reading about other island nations and finding similarities and differences to the UK.  We’ll use non-fiction books such as ‘Amazing Islands’ by Sabrina Weiss and use Kerry Hyndman’s intricately detailed illustrations to help deepen our understanding. 
We’ll read ‘The Lighthouse Keepers Lunch’ by Ronda and David Armitage and predict what will happen next in the story, writing our own endings. 
We will read the story ‘Sam who went to sea’ by Phyllis Root then have a go building our own boats, exploring what materials we could use and then designing our boats before building them and testing them in the water. We will then see if our boats are able to carry cargo, and add counters to our boats, counting how many can fit before it sinks!
We will introduce the rekenrek as another structured arrangement to support subitising beyond 5.
We’ll finish the year by taking part in fun activities including Sports Day, watching the Year 6 end of year performance and having a water fight with our friends! 
We have story time daily to enrich our curriculum with a wide range of vocabulary. This half-term we will have lots of fiction and non-fiction stories available, including books about: the ocean, water, beaches, sea animals, islands, ships, pirates and mermaids!
